Sentence: What is the difference between a common and proper NOUN?

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	- a word that replaces a noun
Sentence: In the sentence “he went to the store”, HE is a PRONOUN.
 

	*Ancient: 
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	- Of or relating to times long past
Sentence: The myth “Buffalo Rock” is an ANCIENT myth of the Blackfeet Indians.
Syn: antique, old-age, 
Ant: current, modern

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	- a man or woman who is endowed with great courage and strength
Sentence: The HERO in the “Storytelling Stone” is Crow.
Syn: champion, leader
Ant: follower
